WHS008 Infection Control and First Aid

Purpose
To ensure that there are adequate infection control standards and that injuries to individuals (workers in this context) are properly treated and there are sufficient adequately trained staff available.

Scope
This procedure encompasses all infection control and first aid requirements in the Centre. 

Responsibilities
The services management have responsibility to:
· Ensure there are adequate infection control standards in place and that the Centre provides adequate facilities to allow the standards to be implemented
· Ensure that there are enough staff trained in First Aid at the workplace and that there are adequate resources / kits available to address any foreseeable issues 

Staff have the responsibility to:
· Ensure they adhere to the infection control standards of the Centre  
· Know what to do in the event of a possible infection
· Know the location of the First Aid Kit(s) and who to contact in the event of injury 

Trained First Aid staff must attend a refresher course every three years. The trained staff are responsible for displaying and distributing First Aid-related information to all other staff and management within this workplace. Names of qualified first aiders are displayed on notice boards or other common areas 

Procedure

Infection Control
Infection control standards:  These include:
· Adequate facilities to wash and disinfect hands
· Adequate personal protective equipment such as disposable gloves, aprons and face masks are provided and available for use
· Adequate sharps containers are provided
· A waste system is in place
· Isolation protocols 

Ensure all staff at the Service are trained in infection control techniques and standards.

First Aid 

First Aid Kits should be provided in accordance with the requirements of the WHS Regulation and following a risk assessment in accordance with the Code of Practice on First Aid. The contents should be assessed for your workplace; however Appendix B of the Code of Practice gives an example of contents for first aid kits. The container for the contents can be any size or type to suit your workplace; however, it must have a white cross on a green background prominently displayed on the outside. 
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First Aid Kits should be checked at least quarterly.

First Aid Treatment
[bookmark: _GoBack]All incidents requiring first aid will require the injured party or treating party to complete details of First Aid given on the First Aid register. 
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
